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Summer Watering Tips

With Summer upon us, it’s time to start think-
ing of using our water resources wisely. In the
Colorado Springs area, it is recommended that
lawns be watered three (3) days per week dur-
ing the summer months. This can vary depend-
ing on weather and soil conditions so it may be
necessary to check the root zone periodically
using a spade or trowel. If the ground is still moist two inches under the soil surface, you
probably have enough water. The following tips can also be used to ensure you are wa-
tering efficiently:

e Adjust sprinklers to prevent water from spraying on non-landscaped areas including
the sidewalk or street.

e Water in the morning or late evening when temperatures are cooler to minimize stratmoorhillswater.org

e If water runs off of your lawn easily, split your watering times into shorter periods to STORM WATER RUNOFF
allow for better absorption.

e Try to avoid planting grass on sloped areas as water will run off quickly.
